the Fouquet’s name.

Comprising 143 impeccably appointed one‑ to four‑bedroom residences, Fouquet’s Hotel 

& Residences pairs sculptural forms with refined interiors and beautifully framed views. Since 

1899, Fouquet’s has embodied a uniquely Parisian blend of glamour, culture, and hospitality —  

now shaping a residential experience defined by heritage, artistry, and international prestige.

cultural currency and architectural restraint.
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David Chipperfield Architects’ design language is one 
of clarity and rigor — bold in form, classical in reference, 
enduring by design.

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Architecture  
as Context
At Fouquet’s Hotel & Residences, David Chipperfield  

Architects’ commitment to permanence and 

precision shapes a building defined by its context.  

A colonnade frames the arrival sequence.  

Glass and mineral cladding balance transparency 

with mass. The façade responds to Miami’s 

changing light as it shifts throughout the day.
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David Chipperfield Architects’ practice spans cultural 
institutions and civic landmarks across continents. His projects 
include the Neues Museum in Berlin — a restoration that earned 
the EU Prize for Contemporary Architecture; the James Simon 
Gallery, where a colonnade extends Museum Island’s classical 
language into contemporary form; Museo Jumex in Mexico City, 
elevated on columns to connect private collection with  
the public realm; and the America’s Cup Building in Valencia, 
where stacked horizontal planes frame the Mediterranean.

Each project demonstrates a commitment to context, 
materiality and architectural restraint that transcends fashion.

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RDAI’s interior design is defined by the careful calibration 
of scale, materiality and light. Terrazzo floors and fluted 
walls structure the space, while glass brick partitions filter 
light and articulate spatial depth. Sculptural pendant 
lights animate the volume, scaling the space vertically and 
reinforcing its architectural presence. Fixed furniture and 
acoustic ceilings complete the composition.

Bringing clarity and precision to every project,  

RDAI’s design process distills spaces to essential 

forms, layering refined materials and thoughtful 

details to create interiors that are both inviting  

and enduring.
